	Description of Training ProgramRow1: IMTP is designed to provide training and deliver foundational curriculum for middle-skilled to multi middle-skilled manufacturing positions, this 15- week, 300 hours course offers training related to manufacturing readiness, hi-lo operations, CNC (computer numerical control) operations, industrial robotics, and welding.
Focus: HOPE uses a hybrid classroom approach for a portion of the training based on student need, providing them with Microsoft Teams accounts and access to synchronous classroom-based instruction.

Focus: HOPE instructors are also obligated to meet with students online via Teams meetings to assess and review student learning, progress, and/or challenges. IMPT training includes refreshers and testing of high school math objectives, language/English proficiency objectives, quizzes, tests, and demonstration of skills learned.
