Description of Training Program:

The Tree Trimming Program, offered in partnership with DTE Energy, provides a structured pathway into a high-demand
career. The program begins at Focus: HOPE, where participants complete a work readiness curriculum designed to build
essential foundational skills for long-term success in both training and employment. From there, students advance into a
three-week Commercial Driver’s License (CDL-B) training, conducted through a licensed and accredited truck driving school.
Earning a CDL-B is a critical requirement for operating the specialized equipment used in line clearance tree trimming.
Following CDL-B training, participants enter the DTE | IBEW Tree Trim Academy, an intensive three-week program developed
to increase workforce diversity, strengthen the local talent pipeline, and address challenges in the traditional Line Clearance
Tree Trimming (LCTT) apprenticeship pathway. Graduates of the Academy are placed by IBEW Local 17 with one of DTE'’s
signatory contractors. Employment begins with a standard probationary period, where employers evaluate new hires’ work
ethic and potential for long-term success. Those who demonstrate readiness are sponsored for Local 17’s eight-day boot
camp. Upon successful completion of the boot camp, participants officially transition into the role of T-1 apprentices, marking
the start of a promising career in tree trimming.
